We are very interested in occupying tenant space A-9 over C-2. Initially we were leaning towards C-2 because of the easy visibility when entering the complex, but after carefully examining the two locations, we have concluded that A-9 has more qualities that we are interested in than C-2. First of all, A-9 has been well maintained, more inviting and is ready to be occupied. The interior walls have been well kept and overall work area is clean. More parking is available on A-9, which is a big plus. Also, A-9 is situated where the sun sets behind the building on later afternoons, opposed to seeing the glaring sun hitting the store front on C-2. This is beneficial when working with media that requires room controlled temperatures. Lastly, I think the deciding factor that attracts us to A-9 is the fact that you can put signage behind building which faces Stephanie Avenue. We feel that installing signage on the west fascia of the building along with signage on the pylon sign will definitely help us market and promote our business and possibly attract new customers. Placing signage on that high traffic road places our business in front of our consumers, providing the opportunity for them to contact us directly through our phone number or website. 
We have set up a small business land line along with a future toll free telephone number for clients out of state. A DSL connection along with personal PCS walkie-talkie telephones will be established for future employees in the shop and out on the field. Our website: www.702signguy.com has just been launched, but still currently under construction. The site will introduce the company to the Las Vegas area and provide the customer with a detailed description of the wide range of services we will soon offer.

We are requesting for a price of  $.70 per square foot opposed to the $.84 per square foot rental rate you are asking for. We are looking for a 5 year lease term with a request of the first two months free until we establish our business. Also, we are looking for improvement allowances that may be needed for minor improvements that we might have overlooked. We are requesting permission to have signage installed on the west wall behind A-9 that meets the sign criteria for Whiney Ranch and the City of Henderson. We want to install a temporary banner and eventually mount a non-illuminated or illuminated sign based on our established letter style and logo with approval from the landlord. Also, we want to permit a non-illuminated A-frame sign along the roadside of  Stephanie for the first 90 days of opening with the required set-back from the sidewalk.
